From the Pastors Desk

A thorough study of the book of Acts reveals the great dedication of the early Christians. They were fearless,
they were united, they were inspirational! The work of the Holy Spirit in them was so powerful that a revolu-
tion began that has changed the world and that revolution is still going strong. Some parts of the world are
seeing people turn to faith in Christ in large numbers each year. Other parts of the world, while the numbers
may be much fewer, are still seeing the advancement of the Gospel. And this is the vision | hope to encour-
age you with in this letter, that Christianity is still advancing. The Gospel of Jesus has never stopped changing
people and it never will. However, the question you and | have to answer is will we be a part of advancing
God’s Kingdom in this generation? If we are filled with the Holy Spirit, the answer to this question will always
be a resounding “Yes”, and our prayer will always be, “here | am Lord, send me” (Isaiah 6:8).
